New Acquisitions

A turn-of-the-century parade banner used by the Swan-
ton Volunteer Fire Company No. 4. was donated by lla Mae
Maurer in August. The banner is hapdinted on silk fabric
with gold braiding and tassels, and was probably used in the
annual northwest Ohio Volunteer Fireman convention pa-
rades. Other donations this summer included: a photograph
collection of WWII soldiers from Tedrow, OH, an 1822 Map
of Ohio showing Henry County extending north to the Michi-
gan border, a cigar collection related to the Goll family, a Pet-
tisville yearbook, a photograph of the Dunbar House in Delta,
OH, a WWII era cookbook, Cream separating equipment, a
dinner bell, a hangavritten story of the 1900 census by Jay
Burr, and a red glass Wabash Railroad lantern.
